color the visible spectrum of reflected light, which has the attributes of hue, value, and intensity 
Light is composed of a spectrum of waves of varying lengths. Depending on the qualities of the object upon which light falls, some wavelengths are absorbed, some are reflected. If an object absorbs all wavelengths except red, for example, it will look red. If the object reflects the entire spectrum it appears white. These effects are absorbed through the eye then perceived in the mind of the beholder as different colors or hues. (hue – another name for color; an attribute of color which indicates it’s general color family ")

This spectrum of colors can be curved to form a circle to serve as a visual organizer to help us understand how colors interact.

With transparent paints ie “watercolor”, watered down tempera, acrylic etc..


Intensity or saturation is like salt in water… the more salt, the saltier 


the water. The more color pigment relative to the amount of water the more intense the color. The white of the paper makes the color appear “light”


this lightness is a function of intensity or saturation but not values





Also, a color’s intensity may be neutralized by adding varying amounts of its complement. ie bright red becomes a dull “blood” red & eventually a neutral brown with the addition of green.
